3. Players may register for Day 1A, and/or Day 1B and/or Day 1C and/ or Day 1D and/ or Day 1E and/ or Day 1F and/ or Day 1G and/ or Day 1H.  If a player enters into 

any starting day and is eliminated from that tournament, that player may Re-enter or register for subsequent day(s). No Refunds. 

4. Players participating in Multiple Day 1’s may choose their “best” stack for start of Day 2.  

5. Players may Re-Enter until the start of Level 5.  

6. Alternates and late sign-ups will enter the tournament with a full chip stack and no obligation from it. 

7. Levels will last 30 minutes each. Day 2: Levels are 40 minutes. 
8. Day 1 will end after Level 12 or at 14% or at Tournament Director discretion. Day 2 will play until conclusion.  

9. Tournament Director decisions are final and without recourse. 

10. This is a two-day tournament with Eight starting days.
