The big blind is paid
before the ante.

7. Any unauthorized chips introduced into tournament play will be immediately removed upon detection without substitution. Any parties determined to be
responsible of the foreign chips will be disqualified with no refund. It is all tournament players’ responsibility to bring to management’s attention unusual chips,
circumstances or irregularities. Tournament Director’s decisions are final. Should a patron wish to dispute that decision, they may file a formal dispute with the
Seminole Tribal Gaming Commission.
